Deparfiment Focus

English

This week all students have had an assembly with
a focus on reading. The assembly in Y7-Y10
focused on the importance of their upcoming
reading test and how they can specifically
improve. Further, a real emphasis was placed on
the power of reading just how much it can foster
your imagination. Y11's assembly had a focus on
reading skills for revision and GCSE purposes,
whilst also highlighting fantastic books linked with
careers. Sixth form also looked at the reading skills
needed for a university point of view.

Eligible Y7 students have started additional tutor time reading interventions this term
with an English feacher. These students have been identified as having gaps in their
phonic knowledge. With the addition of the tutor time session, all Y7 students who
have measured to be ‘below average’ in terms of their reading ability are now
accessing intervention

English continue to deliberately select challenging ‘core texts’ for our term long
schemes. This term students are studying the following:

Y7 ‘The Tempest’

Y8 ‘Macbeth’ and War Poetry

Y9 ‘Blood Brothers’

Y10 ‘An Inspector Calls’

Y11 - Revisiting both ‘An Inspector Calls’ and ‘A Christmas Carol

Along with these core texts, our term long
schemes of learning include such a wide range
of ‘illuminating texts’ where our intention is to
spark a love of reading. For example, in the Y7
scheme we also explore extracts from ‘Life of Pi’
and ‘Lord of the Flies’.
